County; remaining financially viable in a tough economic climate; and providing quality services 

and enhancing services. CASS Executive Director Tracey Collins is excited about the opportunity 

to expand services. “CASS is committed to providing quality services for seniors. With this 

alignment, CASS will be able to provide more enhanced services to west-side seniors.”
